TEACH IN ETHIOPIA 

 
     Anna Faulkner has accepted 
a teaching position in Ethiopia 
where she will teach English to 
7-9th grade international stu-
dents. She will leave in August 
for a two-year stay in the city 
of Addis Ababa. Many of her 
students will be the children of 

missionaries, but she will have students who are not Chris-
tians and speak English as a second language. She is  
excited about the opportunity to use her classroom to share 
the gospel as well as disciple Christian students. 
 
     She will be working with SIM (Serving in Mission) and 
has had experience in missions on three other occasions in 
her high school and college career. In high school she went 
to Nigeria on a short-term mission trip and became commit-
ted to mission work at that point. During her attendance at 
Cedarville University in Ohio she also served at an orphan-
age in the Dominican Republic and had classroom experi-
ence in Mexico. She graduated in December of 2004 with a 
degree in Secondary English Education. 
 
     Anna requests prayer in these areas: for wisdom,  
preparation and efficiency in her first classroom teaching 
experience, for safety in travel and during the stay, for 
health and financial needs to be met. She has had problems 
in the last two years with skin cancer and recent reoccur-
rences could mean treatment which could delay departure, 
or require attention while she is overseas. Countries around 
Ethiopia are in civil strife or outright war and pose a threat 
to security. She is grateful that the Lord has supplied her 
need for monthly financial support. 
 
     She chose a two-year term for service instead of one 
year in hopes of being more effective in her teaching. Anna 
is excited about her work and possible travel opportunities 
she may have during the stay. Her email address for the 
next two years will be igoslow82@yahoo.com.

     You’ve been thinking of inviting a co-worker to play golf. Get 
it on the calendar and just do it.
