In some naiits, for every hour of service provided by patdff there are hun-
dreds of hours donated free of charge by the vekrstwho are recruited, trained and superviseddset staff mem-
bers. At $13.50 an hour, that comes to programractiyity valued at multiplied thousands of dollars

Thank you for your service for Jesus ChrisR@®6. Thank you for your prayers and concerrtlierpeople who are blessed by your
ministry. Thank you for your dependability andfffiilness. Thank you for your commitment to exaedle for God’s glory.

Hehésdirector of the Human Genome Pro-
ject, a research scientist, a physician, and acdesi Christian. In 1989 he volunteered for a stesrh ministry in a mission
hospital in Nigeria.

He wrote that his medical skills, so dependeyn the technology available in American hospjtalere poorly matched to the chal-
lenges of unfamiliar tropical diseases. He waslduioverwhelmed and discouraged. He told of treatinyoung Nigerian farmer who was
near death when he was brought to the hospitalCbitins found himself attempting a risky procedureich in the U.S. would have only
been done by a highly-trained cardiologist. The manprovement was dramatic.

When he later visited the patient, he found héading his Bible. Collins wrote, “This younggsrian farmer, just about as different
from me in culture, experience, and ancestry ashwman beings could be, spoke the words that aivfer be emblazoned in my mind.
‘| get the sense you are wondering why you came,hke said. ‘| have an answer for you. You cdmae= for me.”

Collins went on to express the motivations of mahgod’s people who desire to serve Him. His veosdeak for all those multiplied
hundreds of man-and-woman hours of Christian mipistat are freely given, adding thousands of dsllworth of valuable ministry to
Metropolitan Baptist Church.

"We are called to reach out to others. On o&easions that can happen on a grand scale. Battahthe time it happens in simple acts
of kindness of one person to another. Those arevtkats that really matter. The tears of reliet tlarred my vision as | digested his
words stemmed from indescribable reassurance ssueance that there in that strange place, forthiadtone moment, | was in harmony
with God's will, bonded together with this youngnma a most unlikely but marvelous way."
